Should any applicant already received AFE in the 
previous year, GAABESU will consider his/her achievement is already recognized. 
Therefore other applicants will get preference. However this is not applicable if any 
recipient is applying for another category of AFE. 

 

• PLEDGE: All award recipients need to give a signed pledge to GAABESU as below:  
 
“On graduation from IIEST, I shall join GAABESU as a life member.  After my 
graduation, my caution money deposited with IIEST administration shall be transferred 
to GAABESU as first the instalment of my membership fee.  I shall pay up the rest of my 
life membership fee as & when they are due, as notified by GAABESU”.
